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The Rusty Scupper’s Sweet Potato Cheesecake Pie
1 9-inch graham cracker pie shell
1 tablespoon vanilla

1 12-ounce can sweet potatoes
1 tablespoon vanilla

1 pint heavy cream
½ teaspoon nutmeg

1 cup light brown sugar

Drain sweet potatoes.  Place heavy cream in mixer with all the other ingredients.  Beat 

until soft peaks form; add sweet potatoes.  Mix until incorporated.  Pour mixture into pie 

shell and place in refrigerator.  Let set for up to two hours and serve with fresh whipped 

cream.
